Focus: 

• Pick 6-8 key parts 

• Think carefully about the 

pictures you draw to tell the 

story well. 

• Use time words such as 

‘next’ or ‘after that’. 

Re-visit our collage work from the 

last topic and create a piece of art 

that reflects how you feel about a 

special place in your life. For 

example, your home may make 

you feel happy, so use warm 

colours to create your art. 

 
Focus: 

• Reflect on your special 

place 

• Use colours to show feelings 

• Hot and cold colours 

 

We are going to be learning about 

Jewish festivals. Choose either 

‘Rosh Hassanah’ or ‘Passover’ and 

create a poster to show what 

happens during these celebrations. 
 

Focus: 

• Choose festival 

• Identify key parts of celebration 

• Create poster 

Coding is like a set of instructions. 

Write some code for brushing your 

teeth. See if your code is successful 

by trying it. 
 

Focus: 

• Think of steps carefully 

• Use instruction words such as ‘put’ 

or ‘turn’
