In PE we are learning a Mary Poppins 

dance to perform at a dance festival in a 

few weeks. Have a go at creating your 

own dance to a different song from Mary 

Poppins. 

 

Focus: 

• Choose a song 

• Create motifs 

• Consider movements at 

different levels (high/low) 

• Perform with the music 

• Film it (if you can) 

 

In History we have been learning about 

the Suffragettes. Create your own “Votes 

for Women” campaign poster. 

 

Focus: 

• Use knowledge from 

learning at school about the 

Suffragettes 

• Use words 

• Use illustrations 

• Think carefully about colour 

choices (purple, green and 

white were the colours of the 

Suffragettes) 

Practise the 5 times tables. You could use 

hit the button to do this.

• Warm up your body and 

voice 

• Listen again and learn the 

song, bit by bit 

• You might want to include 

actions and then perform to 

an audience 

 

With adult supervision, use the internet 

and other information sources to 

research the Easter Story. Think carefully 

about how you could present your 

findings. 

 

• Use a source of information 

to support research (website 

as starting point below) 

• Gather ideas 

• Present them clearly e.g. 

PowerPoint, report, poster 

 

Practise the following mental maths skills: 

 

• Counting forward and back 

in 3s 

• + 9 (add 10 take 1) and -9 

(take 10 add 1) 

• Number bonds to 20 (e.g. 

17 + 3) 

• Practise the 2- 5- and 10-

times tables

also in a simple sentence.
